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WHITENING OLD NEWSPAPER CLIPPINGS

Soak them in a solutlom of 1 cup of chlorine bleach and 1 gallon of waram
water for 10 to 15 minutes, Do only one clipping at a time since more than
one will stick together and they won't turn white where they touch each
other, Remove from the bleach water, rinse under the faucet and put on
the countertop or the deor of your refrigerator or stove to dry.

For very yellow c¢lippings, you may want to try a solution as strong
as 1 cup of bleach to 3 cups of water, but iest a plece of the clipping ;
