ZACHARIAH MORGAN, br. of
HANNAH MORGAN, moved to the District bet. 1790 and 1800. Both he and
HANNAH WEST are in the 1800 Census, but by 1810 neither are tisted.
ZACHARIAH 1ater resettled in E. Kentucky. Seeking inf. on REBECCA,
MARY, CHARTES AND HANNAH WEST and details on ZACHARIAH MORGAN.
