Births, Marriages, and Deaths

The following informstion was found in the Acts of the General Assembly
of the State of South Carolina passed in November and December, 1860,
and January, 1861.

No. 4516. AN ACT to repeal certain acts in relation to the registration of
births, marriages and deaths in the State of South Cerolina. De it enacted
by the Senate and House of Representatives, now met and sitting in
General Assembly, and by the authority of the same, That an Act entitled
"An Act for the establishment of a [qeneral system of Registration of
Births, Marriages and Deaths in the Sfate of South Carolina,” ratified on
the twentieth day of December, in the year of our Lord one thousand eight
hundred and fifty-three, and an Act entitled "An Act for the betler
establishment of 8 general s?'stem of Registration of Births, Merriages and
Deaths in the State of South Caroline,” ratified on the twentieth dey of
December, in the yesr of our Lord one thousand eiaqht hundred and fifty-six,
be, and the same are hereby, repealed. January 26, 1861.
