of Laurensourg, NC; J. W, and Charies Stribling. He was survived by a sister, Miss Emma
stribling. Major Wm. J. Stribling and Col. Jos. W. Shelor of Walhalla were uncles of the
deceaged. He 12 burled 1n the family plot at Mountain View Cemetery 1n Seneca.

For many years, as a young man, Mr. Stribling resiced in Walhalla while his father
was Ulerk of Court of CUconee and ror several years therearter. At the beginning of the
Jieveiand aaministration, T. E. 3tribling was appointed Fcstmaster tor Walhalia.

He nad held the position of Maglstrate at Seneca for several vears and aiso was
li2rk and Treasurer of the Seneca Town Ccuncil for severai vears.
