ISAQUEENA
[S-uh-K WEE-nuh

Isaqueena Falls and Creek are in Oconee, the northwestern most county of the state, a few miles northwest of the town of
Walhalla (SC 28 and SC 107). Isaqueena was the fictional Choctaw name for the fictional Cherokee Indian maiden
Cateechee. The lengthy poem Ciuteechee of Keowee (1898) by Dr. James Walter Daniel, is documented "proof” of her
existence sull accepted by many. (See Cateechee.) It was at Isaqueena Falls. according to the legend. that the Indian
maiden and her white lover, clasped in each other's arms, leapt to their deaths to escape the wrath of the Cherokees she had
betrayed.
