THINGS TO REMEMBER WHEN USING THE CENSUS RECORDS

The Census records are of great value to anyone searching for a missing ancestor, but there are certain things that you should
keep in mind when you use these records.

Don' believe census indexes 1o be either correct or complete.

Don't assume the spelling of the name is as you know it is now.

Don't assume the relationship to the head of household is as it is used now.

Don't forget to copy ALL the information at the top of the page, as well as the data to the right.

. Don't forget all entries for your name in the county, better 100k at the neighbors too. (Four Smiths in arow with a Jones
could mean a married daughter and family).

. Don't think records before 1850 can' help; only name of household - at least youll know how many to look for - for a
whole famity.

. Don't forget 1880+ records when you are stuck in the 1880's.

. Don't forget the 1890 Veteran's Census if your ancestor was in the military.
