Meece Mill.   

 

• The National Genealogy will be held in May in Raleigh, North Carolina on May 10-13, 2017.  

Information is in the newsletter and registration is available on-line.   

 

• The 1966 death certificates are on microfilm at the Easley Branch of the Pickens County Library and are 
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indexed on-line at South Carolina DHEC at 

http://www.scdhec.gov/VitalRecords/SCDeathIndexes/SCDeathIndexes/index.htm#CAT 

 

• Mildred Brewer introduced speaker Martha Parris who spoke about “Historic Old Pickens.”  The church 

is the only remaining building left from the historic town.  The building was a church and meeting 

house.  The Church is on the National Register of Historic Places. The newly opened Kiosk on the 

property now houses a map of the village.   

 

• In 1860 there were six merchants and about 100 people Pickens District was divided into Pickens 

County and Oconee County on January 29, 1868.  The Hagood-Mauldin House from Old Pickens was 

moved to the new Pickens Court House and the Alexander-Hill House was moved to High Falls Park.   

 

• In the 1960s Duke Energy purchased the land. It was later donated to the Historical Foundation.  In 

2004, the Historical Foundation began working on the building.  There is a crack in the wall from the 

1886 Charleston earthquake.   

 

• The Craig Family cemetery was moved to the Duke Property at Old Pickens and is an active cemetery. 

When Hartwell was created, graves from inundated cemeteries were to the Old Pickens cemetery. 

 

• The Church is open to the public on Sundays from 2:30 to 5:00 from April to October 

 

• There were 20 in attendance at our meeting. 

 

• Quintell Walker provided refreshment for the meeting.

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Pickens County 150 Project Celebration on May 20, 2017 

The Pickens County Confederate Sesquicentennial [150] Project began the fall of 2011. Its goal was 

to identify Confederate soldier’s tombstones in Pickens County and if they did not have an iron cross, 

the Committee or a donor would purchase an iron cross and place it on the gravesite before 

Confederate Memorial Day (150 years after Gettysburg) on 2015. The group did not finish in 2015 

but have set May 20, 2017 as their final goal. Other objectives included a publication and a website.  

Many of the soldiers could not be identified by the committee. Research included men who 

were born between the years 1805 and 1849. Many cemeteries have people buried between 

those years but could not be identified due to lack of information of their service. The 

committee is still researching and hopes to locate provable service to the Confederate cause. 

 

Part of the Confederate Memorial Service held at the Hagood-Mauldin House on May 20, 

2017 at Pickens, SC will be devoted to celebrating the culmination of the project.
